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INTRODUCTION AND GENERAL INFORMATION

The officers and faculty of the United States Naval Academy are eagerly anticipating your 
visit to the Yard.  We believe that Parents' Weekend will offer you an enjoyable opportunity to visit 
with your midshipman in the historic surroundings of the Academy and the town of Annapolis and to 
learn about the traditions, academic life, and unique atmosphere of the Naval Academy.

The packet of information that you received contains this booklet, a map of the Naval 
Academy, a Maryland map, and an Annapolis City Guide, with a list of restaurants and hotels in 
Annapolis.  Staff members are available now and throughout Parents' Weekend to answer your 
questions, but please bring your booklet and other items with you.

WEEKEND EVENTS.  The full schedule of events planned during the weekend is intended to make 
your visit both enjoyable and informative.  Of particular interest will be the Superintendent’s and 
Commandant’s Welcome Aboard/Parents’ Forum  on Friday morning, which will afford you the 
opportunity to meet the officers and staff who have been responsible for your midshipman's training 
this summer.  Academic division directors, chairs of academic departments, admissions officers, and 
academic year battalion and company officers will also be available to meet with you and answer 
questions.  

REGISTRATION.  Your first concern upon arrival at the Academy will be to register for Parents' 
Weekend.  Registration serves three purposes:  (1) to update information about Parents’ Weekend 
activities; (2) to respond to midshipmen inquiries regarding your arrival, and;  (3) to provide a local 
address/telephone number should we need to contact you during your visit.  Registration procedures 
are simple and brief.  For those who do not possess a current Department of Defense vehicle 
registration, a “Friends of the Naval Academy” (FONA) vehicle pass will afford access to Naval 
Academy grounds.  If you have not received your FONA pass, representatives will be on hand at 
Dahlgren Hall registration to assist you.  Please walk on to the Academy grounds or take the shuttle 
from Navy-Marine Corps Memorial Stadium and proceed to Dahlgren Hall.  Additionally, Naval 
Academy Pass and Tag (located at the intersection of King George and Annapolis Streets) will 
remain open until midnight on Thursday, 12 August to issue FONA passes.  Please have your 
driver’s license and vehicle registration available.  Note that access to the Naval Academy grounds is 
contingent upon the current security situation.  Any changes will be promulgated through 
midshipmen company officers and on the Naval Academy website at www.usna.edu .  

Location and Parking.  Registration is in Dahlgren Hall.  Please enter the Academy through 
Gate 1 (at the end of King George Street).  Parking for registration is available immediately to the 
right inside Gate 1 at Halsey Field House. After registering, please move your vehicle to one of the 
other parking areas on the Academy grounds (such as Hospital Point).  PARKING , BOTH ON THE 

ACADEMY GROUNDS AND IN THE CITY , IS AT A PREMIUM .  We recommend that you use only one car 
for your visits to the Academy.  Also, traffic in the area will be very congested during the week.  
Once you have parked, walking to events for the rest of the day will be to your advantage.  
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Registration Hours: Thursday: 1:00 p.m. - 8:00 p.m.
Friday: 6:30 a.m. - 3:00 p.m.

Beginning at 3:00 p.m. Friday, you may register at Bancroft Hall Main Office, located in the hallway 
to the right off the Rotunda.  We have found that Friday morning is the busiest time for registration.

Procedure.  At registration we will give you name tags and a booklet that describes the Plebe 
Summer training program for the Class of 2008.  We will ask you to fill out a registration card.

MEETING YOUR MIDSHIPMAN.  The first opportunity that you will have to see your son or 
daughter will be on Friday, August 13, after the noon meal formation.  Your midshipman will expect 
to find you at the sign with the first letter of their last name, located along Stribling Walk.  A chart 
showing the location of the signs is on page 15 in this booklet.  Please do not expect to meet your 
midshipman before noon on Friday.  At best, you will break your midshipman's concentration on 
training; at worst, you will disrupt the training of an entire company--and the careful planning and 
timing that goes into each training evolution.  If you know that you are going to arrive later than 
noon on Friday, try to prearrange a meeting place with your midshipman.  In the case that you 
experience a delay beyond your control or you need to contact your midshipman at any time, you 
can leave a message at the Bancroft Hall Main Office (410) 293-5001. 

GENERAL INFORMATION.

Clothing.  The weather during Parents' Weekend is often unpredictable, but it is almost 
always hot and humid.  Temperatures range from 70 to 100 degrees, and you should be prepared for 
rain.  Comfortable shoes are a must.  While no formal events are scheduled during the weekend, 
“Sunday dress” is suitable for religious services and casual clothes, including shorts, are 
recommended for all other events and activities.

Tourist Information.  Information beyond that provided in your packet, including guide 
books and maps, is available from the Visitors Information Booth at City Dock (9:00 a.m. - 5:00 
p.m.), located within easy walking distance of the Academy, and at the Visitors Center at 26 West 
Street (9:00 a.m. - 5:00 p.m.).  Guided walking tours of the Yard during Parents' Weekend begin at 
the Armel-Leftwich Visitor Center, 10:00 a.m. to 3:00 p.m., on the half hour.  Naval Academy tours 
are $6.00 for adults, $5.00 for adults over 62,  $4.00 for students in grades 1 through 12, and free for 
pre-schoolers.  Guided tours of historic Annapolis begin from the Visitors Center (26 West Street) at 
10:30 a.m., and from the Visitors Information Booth at City Dock at 1:30 p.m.  These two-hour tours 
are $9.00 for adults and $3.00 for children ages 6 to 18.  A 45-minute audio-tape tour is also 
available at the Maritime Store.

Medical Facilities.  Navy medical personnel will be available throughout the Yard during the 
weekend.  Regulations prohibit U.S. Navy facilities from dispensing even the most routine 
medications or medical service to non-military personnel and their dependents, except in 
emergencies.  If anyone in your party has special physical or medical problems, please consider  
your situation carefully.  Not all of the Academy's facilities are configured for use by persons with 
disabilities.
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Meals.  A list of food service facilities in the Yard is provided in this booklet.  Traditionally, 
dining in King Hall, the midshipmen dining room, is one of the highlights of Parents' Weekend.  
King Hall is located in Bancroft Hall.  You are invited to dine there for the Friday noon meal (tickets 
are required).  Although midshipmen dine free, they must reserve seats for family members to ensure 
seating together.  Midshipmen will make arrangements through their company chain of command.    
Meal tickets cost $3.25 for each guest, and may be purchased during registration.

The Officers’ & Faculty Club  is open to everyone.  Club membership is not required for 
dining at the Club during your visits to USNA.  Plebes are not required to accompany you for dining 
at the Club.  Plebes are authorized to attend meals with family/sponsor escort.  The Officers’ & 
Faculty Club is open Monday through Friday for lunch at 11:00 a.m.  Reservations are requested, but 
not required (unless you have eight or more in your party) as many visitors are unsure of planning 
until arriving in Annapolis.  Dinner is served Tuesday through Saturday, 5:30 p.m. until 9:00 p.m.  
Again, reservations are requested (required for parties of eight or more).  If you will be having a 
group of eight or more for lunch, dinner or brunch, please call to make reservations in advance.  
Reservations for eight or more are required to be held with a credit card.  You may cancel 
reservations by phone or in person.  If cancellations are not received at least one day prior to the 
event, you will be charged a $75 fee.  Sunday Brunch- Reservations are REQUIRED.  Space is 
LIMITED.  Please do not mail reservations, payments or deposits.  Reservations may only be made 
by telephone.  All reservations for groups of eight or more are required to be held with a credit card 
number.  Your credit card will only be charged ($75) if you do not show.

Telephone number for reservations is (410) 293-2258.

The Drydock Restaurant, on the first floor of Dahlgren Hall, will be open on Friday, 
Saturday, and Sunday.  Friday morning, the Drydock will open early at 6:00 a.m., serving breakfast 
until 10:00 a.m.  Saturday morning, the Drydock will open at 8:00 a.m, and on Sunday they will 
resume their normal weekend opening time of 8:00 a.m.  Lunch is available from 10:00 a.m. to 3:00 
p.m., and pizza and deli service from 3:00 p.m. to 10:00 p.m.  In addition, a table with ready-made 
subs, sodas, and snacks will be available from 8:00 a.m. to 3:00 p.m. on Friday and Saturday. 

Many commercial restaurants are available in the Annapolis area.  In addition to those in the 
downtown Annapolis area near the Academy, many are located in Restaurant Park by Annapolis 
Mall just off Route 50, northwest of, and about five miles from, the Academy.  Others are on Route 
50 east, toward and across the Bay Bridge, with yet more up State Route 2 (Ritchie Highway) toward 
Baltimore.

ADDITIONAL FACILITIES REPRESENTED IN DAHLGREN HALL.  During the hours of 
registration, a number of displays and organizational representatives will be in Dahlgren Hall for 
your information and assistance.  Among them will be the following:

The Officers' and Faculty Club will have a representative available with information 
pertaining to use of the club.

The Naval Academy Athletic Association will sell tickets to 2004 Navy football games and 
give you an opportunity to become a member of the Athletic Association.
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The United States Naval Institute, the professional society for naval warriors, will provide 
information on membership in the Naval Institute, as well copies of its journals, Proceedings and 
Naval History, with special prices and offers on books from the Naval Institute Press.

U.S. Naval Academy Alumni Association.  The Association administers to over 80 Parents' 
Clubs nationwide.  Some of the services provided by the Alumni Association include the following:

The USNA Medical and Dental Departments.  Many safeguards exist to protect and maintain 
the physical well-being of midshipmen while at the Naval Academy.  Acute medical and dental care 
is available for midshipmen on a walk-in basis and by appointments.  Care for illnesses and injuries 
is available as well as required medical screenings for pre-commissioning and special assignments 
with the Marines, summer cruises, and other special events.  Numerous specialists visit the clinic to 
see midshipmen and, when required, midshipmen are taken by bus to the National Naval Medical 
Center at Bethesda.  Emergencies are taken to Anne Arundel Medical Center in Annapolis or to 
Baltimore depending on the level of emergency care needed.  A duty crew remains available 24 
hours a day to ensure your midshipman will receive appropriate care.  While your midshipman will 
be the responsibility of the Naval Academy while enrolled, we urge you to maintain your health 
insurance on him or her in the event something unforeseen happens to cause your midshipman to be 
discharged from the Academy before commissioning.  If the discharge is for a medical reason, a 
preexisting condition might make it impossible to obtain insurance after leaving.  The Brigade 
(Medical) Activities Officer's telephone number is (410) 293-1249 if you have concerns about the 
care your midshipman is receiving.

The Dental Clinic is a branch of the National Naval Dental Center in Bethesda and located in 
the sixth wing of Bancroft Hall.  Its staff includes a prosthodontist, a periodontist, an orthodontist, an 
endodontist, an oral surgeon and five dentists including the clinic director.  Complete dental care is 
provided to midshipmen by appointment.  Walk-in dental care is available twice daily.  Emergencies 
are seen at any time.  After normal working hours, the Dental Clinic is staffed at all times by a duty 
section with a dentist on call.  The Dental Clinic telephone number is (410) 293-3788.

Navy Federal Credit Union (NFCU) A branch of NFCU is located next to Macdonough Hall. 
 NFCU will provide information on membership and will have representatives available to answer 
any questions.  Midshipmen and their families are invited to become Navy Federal members by 
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opening a share savings account with a minimum deposit of $5.  If you wish to make deposits into 
your midshipman's account, simply mail a check to:  NFCU, P.O. Box 3100, Merrifield, VA 22119-
3100.

Midshipmen Financial Advisor will provide information on income tax filing and on the 
Midshipman Investment Fund.

Omega World Travel is a full service travel agency conveniently serving the needs of the 
midshipmen, families, and friends.  Services include airline tickets and arrangements for hotels, cars, 
and family vacations.  A portion of Omega’s revenue goes back to the Brigade Services Division at 
the Naval Academy.

Displays.  A wide range of exhibits including books, video tapes, classroom equipment, and 
demonstrations from all departments at the Academy will be available for your information.  
Department faculty members will also be on hand to answer questions about the exhibits and their 
departments.

Academic Division Tours.  All the academic facilities at the Academy will be open for 
general visiting during the weekend.

Engineering and Weapons will offer tours from 8:00 a.m. to 10:00 a.m. on Friday, 13 
August, featuring tow tanks,  wind tunnels, marine propulsion plants, satellite communications 
laboratories, and electrical and systems engineering project spaces.  Tours begin in the lobby of 
Rickover Hall and last about 45 minutes.  More information on these tours will be at the Engineering 
and Weapons display in Dahlgren Hall during registration.

Professor Fred Harrod of the History Department will offer a 45-minute presentation on “The 
History of the U.S. Naval Academy” beginning at 8:30 a.m. on Friday, 13 August, in the Mahan Hall 
Auditorium.

1.  Liberty for Fourth Class Midshipmen during Parents' Weekend

a.  Definitions:

(1) Town Liberty.  When town liberty is granted during Parents' Weekend, 
midshipmen are authorized liberty within 22 nautical miles of the Naval Academy.  Midshipmen 
must wear the uniform of the day during town liberty.

(2) Yard Liberty.  When Yard liberty is granted, midshipmen are authorized to visit 
specified areas or places within the Yard, plus Perry Circle, quarters on County Road near Perry 
Circle, Arundel Estates officers' quarters, authorized sailing areas, and the USNA Golf Course.  
Midshipmen must wear the uniform of the day during Yard liberty unless participating in athletic 
events.

(3) Taps.  At taps all midshipmen will be in their rooms in their company areas.  An 
accountability inspection will be conducted at taps.

(4) Meal Formations.  At the "formation late bell," midshipmen must be in the ranks 
of their squads for meal formations.

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2.  Privileges for Fourth Class Midshipmen during Parents' Weekend

a.  Automobiles.  Midshipmen are authorized to ride in automobiles only when driven by 
their parents, parents of classmates, officers of the Naval Academy and Naval Station, USNA 
civilian faculty members and sponsors.  This privilege commences after the noon meal formation on 
Friday, 13 August, and expires at 6:00 p.m. on Sunday, 15 August 2004.

b.  Escorting.  Midshipmen fourth class are authorized to escort their parents, sponsors, dates 
and other guests during periods of Yard and town liberty for Parents' Weekend. 

c.  Uniforms.  Midshipmen will wear summer white uniforms while on Yard or town liberty 
unless participating in athletic events.  Midshipmen fourth class may not wear civilian clothing at 
any time.

d.  Use of Recreation Centers.  Midshipmen fourth class are authorized to use the Steerage in 
Bancroft Hall and Drydock recreation facilities in Dahlgren Hall during their Yard and Town liberty 
periods.  Visitors are not allowed in the Steerage.

e.  Officers' and Faculty Club (O&F Club).  Midshipmen fourth class are authorized to use 
the O&F Club when they are escorting their parents, sponsors, and guests during Yard or Town 
liberty.

f.  Alcoholic Beverages.  Midshipmen of the Class of 2008 are not authorized to consume 
alcoholic beverages.  Guests are reminded that consumption or possession of alcohol inside the 
Academy grounds is prohibited except in the Officers' and Faculty Club.

TRAVELING TO ANNAPOLIS
( A Maryland State highway map has been included in your packet as a reference.)

From North of Annapolis (and Baltimore): take Interstate 95 South, exit onto Interstate 695 
East in Baltimore, then take the Interstate 97 South exit.  Follow Interstate 97 until it merges into 
U.S. Route 50 East.

From South of Annapolis (and Washington D.C.): take Interstate 95 North (merges with 
Interstate 495 Beltway around Washington D.C.) and exit onto U.S. Route 50 East.

Once on U.S. Route 50 East, exit at Rowe Boulevard.  Turn left at the end of Rowe Boulevard 
onto College Avenue.  Turn right at King George Street, which will take you to the main gate 
(Gate 1) of the Naval Academy.

Baltimore-Washington International Airport (BWI) is convenient to Annapolis and serves most 
major airlines.  A shuttle runs regularly between the Academy and BWI from 7:00 a.m. to 11:00 
p.m.  Approximate cost is twenty-eight dollars, five dollars for each additional passenger.
(call 1-800 258-3826).

Washington’s Ronald Reagan National Airport and Virginia’s Dulles Airport are more than an 
hour’s drive from Annapolis.  Rental cars, taxicabs and limousine services are available at all 
three airports.

Amtrak serves Baltimore, 30 miles away; New Carrollton, 17 miles away; and Washington D.C., 
33 miles from Annapolis.  Taxi service is available from all rail terminals.

Greyhound and Trailways have terminals in Washington and Baltimore.  Local buses run 
regularly from Baltimore and three buses are scheduled daily from Washington D.C.
